Womenôs Right to Vote and GFWC The Monday Club, Inc.

The following are excerpts taken from the August 7, 2011, Daily Courier, written by  

Tom Collins, Special to the Courier. 

 

Murat Masterson, a prominent Prescott attorney and member of the 12
th
 Arizona Territorial  

Legislature, introduced a bill in early 1883 to extend the voting privilege to ―every female  

person ...in the same manner in all respects as male persons... and the same qualifications as to age, citizenship 

and time of residence in the Territory, County, and Precinct required by law to entitle male persons to vote.‖ 

 

In his hour’s duration speech to the Legislature, he pointed with pride to the progress of women during the previous 

half-century and suggested that politics ―would be much purer‖ if women had a voice.  He added that ―women’s 

reasoning powers were greater than that of man.‖ 

 

Even with Masterson’s support, the bill was defeated in 1883.  This apparently reflected the will of most Arizonans, 

both men and women.    It is conceivable, though, that Territorial Governor Tritle’s wife, Jennie, and active suffragist, 

had encouraged Masterson to propose the bill.  In his book, ―Arizona Territorial Officials,‖ John S. Goff wrote that 

Mrs. Tritle was ―extremely popular in Arizona and, during their years in Prescott, was a gracious hostess.‖ 

 

Jane (―Jennie‖) Tritle (pictured in this article) served as the first president of the Prescott Women’s Club (later known 

as the Monday Club) from 1896-1900 and 1901-1903.  She advocated women’s suffrage and formed a club whose 

goal was to achieve it in Arizona. 

 

Masterson’s successor, D. K. Wardwell of Tombstone, re-introduced the suffrage bill in the 1885 Legislature, with 

similarly disappointing results.  Women were not granted suffrage until Arizona achieved statehood in 1912.

SECTION 4. 
A.   A candidate for GFWC-Arizona office shall 

have: 
1.  Been an active member of a GFWC-Arizona 

club for a period of at least five (5) years. 
2.  Serve as president of a GFWC-Arizona club. 
3. Served on State, District, or Junior

November 15th of the odd year.  Consent to 
serve, if elected must accompany endorsement.  
All endorsements shall state the office that their 
candidate seeks and the Nominating Committee 
shall not place the nominee as a candidate for 
any other office. 

C.  The names of all candidates who meet the 
bylaw requirements for eligibility to serve a 
GFWC-Arizona office shall appear on the ballot. 
 

Note: SECTION 3: …The President-elect shall 
automatically accede to the office of 
President at the expiration of her term.  All 
other offices may have more than one 
candidate….

Right now, there are troops serving in remote locations in 
Afghanistan at tiny mountaintop outposts.  Conditions are 
extremely harsh.  Some live in mud huts.  They take cold 
showers - if they even have showers.  Hot meals are 
infrequent and entertainment non-existent.  But relief is 
on the way.  USO2GO deliver the USO’s most popular 
services to troops in the most remote locations living 
extreme conditions. 
 
ñThank you from the bottom of our hearts.  We appreciate 
all that you do for us over here.  We truly appreciate the 
time, money and effort that each of you puts into 
programs like these.  These are the things that put smiles 
on even the most war hardened faces,ò one deployed 
troop told us. 
 
Because of its design, this enables support to be given to 
a Forward Operating Base of 3000 or a group of 30 
serving at an outpost.  USO2GO kits have 8 potential 
components depending on what the interests and needs 
of the troops are.  They include: 

¶ Comforts of Home:  toiletries including 
toothbrushes, toothpaste, shower shoes, shaving 
gel, shampoo, deodorant, baby wipes, 
mouthwash, etc. 

¶ Furnishings of Home:  provides comfortable 
and durable furniture including folding tables, 
chairs and bean bag chairs 

¶ Edible Enjoyments:  sports bars, cookies, beef 
jerky, beverages, chicken noodle soup, etc. 

¶ Leisure Kit:  Designed to provide a distraction on 
the difficult days our troops often face, this kit 
includes books, board games, playing cards, etc. 

¶ Electronics:  Packed with high demand items 
like XBOX 360, Nintendo Wii, and Playstation 3, 
portable DVD players, this kit also includes a 
wide selection of DVDs and video games. 

¶ Athletic Kit:  Features recreational activity 
equipment, including a putting green and portable 
putting set, volley ball and badminton set, 
horseshoes, Frisbees, footballs, flag football 
belts, nerf balls, soccer balls and magnetic 
dartboard. 

¶ Design in the Desert:  Designed to appeal to the 
artistically and musically inclined, this kit comes

with sketch pads, colored pencils, crochet book 
and yarn, music books, a keyboard and acoustic 
guitar. 

¶ Bridge Back Home:  Provides a link back home 
with phone cards and online greeting cards. 

¶ Holiday Kits:  These are designed to show some 
spirit and fun during all the holidays that troops 
celebrate back home:  Valentine’s Day, St. 
Patrick’s Day, Memorial Day, 4

th
 of July, Easter, 

Thanksgiving, etc.  Kits contain decorations, and 
treats relating to the next holiday coming up. 

 
Clubs can sponsor USO2GO kits through raising money 
to support the kits.  Kits range from $5,000 to $25,000 
depending on what is sent and the size of the group 
receiving the kit.  If a club sponsors a kit, they can write 
notes that can be included with the kit or they could send 
a sign that lets the troops know that the club sponsored 
this kit.   
 
Clubs could also volunteer to get the items donated for a 
Holiday Kit.  USO would send you the list of items that are 
needed and the club would collect them and ship them to 
the USO warehouse for distribution.  Clubs could write 
notes and/or include a sign with this as well. 

 
Note: These kits get to farthest outposts—the places 
where the troops have no regular supplies or places to 
relax.  Because of security reasons, only the exact items 
on the list can be accepted.
