Club Members Maintain Two Graves Sites at Citizens Cemetery
by Anne M. Lack

GFWC The Monday Club, Inc. was represented at the 2011 Annual Memorial Day service of commemoration held
at the Citizensd6 Cemetery in Prescott.

The setting was appropriate, historically, since it was fashioned after services held years ago.

The cemetery dates back to June 1864 with the burial, on public land, of Colorado Legislator Joel Woods who was a
victim of a shooting accident while hunting in the area.
a beautiful ground just east of the town which will be reservedfora publ i ¢ cemetery. o

The United States deeded the land to Virginia Koch in 1876, and in 1884, the Citizens Cemetery was sold to
Yavapai County.

In August 1994, Citizens Cemetery was listed in the National Register of Historic Places and later included in the
Prescott Armory Historic Preservation District.

The cemetery has more than 2,500 known (and many unknown)
a wide spectrum of individuals (miners, ranchers, merchants, soldiers, and pioneer wives and children) who settled

and developed central and northern Arizona. Burial continued until 1933. The very young share their final rest with

the very old, the wealthy with the poor and the bad with the good. Each person interred contributed to the founding

and growth of the area. Their stories provide the history of Yavapai County.

GFWC The Monday Club, Inc., maintains two grave sites at the Citizens Cemetery and participates in the annual
Memorial Day service of commemoration, along with many other organizations which date back to pioneer days.
Members march in the processional while a short history is being recited.

On 10 December 1948, the General Assembly adopted
the Universal Declaration of Human Rights i a historic
milestone in the evolution of our common understanding,
and affirmation, of values we deem inviolable: that all
human beings are born free and with equal and
inalienable rights and fundamental freedoms!

What are human rights?

Human rights are rights inherent to all human beings,
whatever our nationality, place of residence, sex, national
or ethnic origin, color, religion, language, or any other
status. We are all equally entitled to our human rights
without discrimination. These rights are all interrelated,
interdependent and indivisible.

guaranteed by law, in the forms of treaties, customary
international law, general principles and other sources of
international law. International human rights law lays
down obligations of Governments to act in certain ways or
to refrain from certain acts, in order to promote and
protect human rights and fundamental freedoms of
individuals or groups.

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Members stand ready to assist and provide variety of services

About seven years ago, Vicki Packman discovered just how many friends she had. It happened following an accident
that left her with a broken vertebra after she was bucked off her horse. To the rescue? Members of the Paradise Valley
Junior Woman's Club, a social and service club that meets in northeast Phoenix. Packman, who has been a member of
the club for 13 years, had always enjoyed being part of the group, but knowing that her peers would come to her side
was emotionally moving. "Club members drove me to doctor's appointments, they brought me food, they were
wonderful," the Phoenix resident said.

She has had her instinct about the benefit of joining a women's club confirmed time and again. "When | first visited the
club and saw all that they did, | thought, 'Wow, this is for me." | had been looking for a women's group for a long time
and it was the one to join. And I've some really good friendships."

The club has been around since 1977. A sister club - the Paradise Valley Woman's Club - came first and its members,
nicknamed "the generals," are celebrating the club's 50th anniversary. The junior group has about 30 members; the
generals, about 25. Membership in both groups has started to wane, dropping at least a dozen members over the past
few years, but club leaders blame the economy and social networking.

Packman and other members say getting to be face-to-face with those who share a common bond adds something
special to your life. Both groups are part of the General Federation of Women's Clubs, said to be the largest and oldest
non-denominational, international service organization of women in the world.

The local PV junior club just finished a project collecting and distributing clothing and other supplies to homeless
veterans in the Valley. Both the juniors and generals are preparing for a major annual event, operating a gift-wrapping
booth near the court by Sears inside Paradise Valley Mall, 4568 E. Cactus Road. The groups will have a table at the
mall during store hours Nov. 25 through Dec. 24.

The junior group was intended for women younger than 45 and for those who worked. There used to be an age limit
that you'd have to "graduate" to the generals, but the guideline was eventually dropped. Today, part of the difference
between the groups is that the junior club meets at night and the generals, during the day.

Phoenix resident Penny Peterson belongs to both. She joined the junior group in 1979 and the generals in 1994. Over
the years, she has been president of both clubs.

"It's been such a wonderful experience," she said. "We have friendships
but we also do a lot of volunteer work and we have touched many
people." They've helped many food banks, bought books for libraries,
donated clothes and performed many other tasks to help the community,
Peterson said. She loves the gift-wrap project, which raises money for
the club's causes, and especially getting to see the excitement on a
child's face having a present wrapped for a parent.

Jo Cutaia, president of the generals, also enjoys the project. "We've
wrapped some off things, over the years. Bird cages and grills.
Diamonds, pearls, engagement rings. A commode." There is a lot of
camaraderie during the task. And it's been the same with other club
projects. Cutaia has been a club member for about 25 years. "l always
thought this group was a way to give back and along the way, you build
friendships."

For more than 30 years now, Benson's less fortunate families have been receiving assistance during the holidays through a
women's organization dedicated to community service.

In October of every year, members of the local affiliate of the General Federation of Women's Clubs, or GFWC - AZ Benson
Juniors, start gathering items for an annual Christmas Toy and Food Basket program that helps make the holiday season more
enjoyable for struggling families. Through the program, families are provided the items needed for a holiday meal along with toys
for children living in the home.

"The Christmas Toy and Food Basket program has been led by our club for more than 30 years and is our biggest community
service project,” said Michelle Freeark, the Toy and Food Basket program coordinator. In 2010, food baskets were provided to 153
families, with toys going to 224 children. While those numbers vary from year to year, Freeark expects they will be even higher this
year, given the dismal economy.

The program's success hinges on assistance from other organizations in the community, Freeark said. "All toys and monetary
donations collected through the Benson Volunteer Fire Department's annual Christmas drives, along with the Corporal G. Salcido
Marine Corp League Detachment No. 1204 are used for the GFWC project. In the past, the St. David Volunteer Fire Department,
Curves, San Pedro Off Road Association, St. Raphael's Episcopal Church, TOPS and the Benson High School National Honor
Society also have contributed to the effort as well."

Families seeking assistance must complete an application through the Department of Economic Security (DES) office in Benson.
Forms can be picked up at the DES office and returned to the agency for processing. The deadline for signing up for assistance is
two days away, on Dec. 2. In addition to families with children, people who do not have children but need assistance can sign up
for holiday food items. In past years, civic groups, churches and members of the community have helped identify those who could
use the extra assistance, but don't qualify through DES, Freeark said.

Once the GFWC has the family's information, toys are sorted, assigned to each child in the home and gift wrapped. Food items for
a complete holiday dinner also are packaged for the family. Volunteers will deliver the baskets to the families, unless they choose
to pick them up. In addition to toys for children, GFWC members are asking the community to help with donations of warm
clothing, jackets, socks and underwear. "In recent years, we've found that the children who are served with gifts are in desperate
need of warm clothing," said Donna Harrison who chairs the project's toy collection. "We are challenging the community to 'Stuff
the Bus' on Saturday, Dec. 3, when the GFWC will have a school bus parked in front of Walmart from 11 a.m. until 4 p.m." All
clothing will be distributed to the children on Dec. 23 at the time families receive the food baskets and toys.

Topping the project's "want list" are developmental toys and games for infants and toddlers, as well as items for teenagers. Gift
suggestions for teenagers include perfume and bath sets, movies, cologne sets, hat and scarf sets, gloves and watches. The cost
of food for the baskets hit $5,000 last year, and is expected to be at least that again this year, Freeark said. Monetary donations to
support the food collection can be sent to PO Box 245, Benson, AZ 85602 or given to any GFWC-AZ Benson Juniors member.
Donations come in other forms as well. For example, in past years such organizations as the Veterans of Foreign Wars Auxiliary
and local churches offer to sponsor families who need help, thereby shifting some of the responsibility from the GFWC.

In addition, the Benson High School girls' basketball team and Coach Kim East have assisted with gift wrapping and have helped
delivering baskets for a number of years. This year, during the annual Holiday Basketball Tournament on Dec. 9 and 10, the girls
are requesting donations of turkeys or cash to help with the food baskets.

Coordinating the distribution efforts, the GFWC-AZ Benson Juniors work closely with local Salvation Army Angel Tree Coordinator
Dottie Kreps, as well as the Shop with a Cop Director Denise Celentano to avoid duplicating services. The coordinated effort
allows a more even distribution of resources for the different families.

"The community donations make it possible to continue these services despite the economic distress we currently find ourselves
in," said Freeark. "We, and those we serve, deeply appreciate our community's generosity."

GFWC was founded in 1890 and is an international women's civic group dedicated to community improvement by enhancing the
lives of others through volunteer service, said Freeark. It is one of the world's largest and oldest nonpartisan, nondenominational
women's volunteer service organizations.
