Like many GFWC clubs, the PV Woman’s club was instrumental in establishing a temporary branch of the Mesquite Public 
Library in 1970 at 32

nd
 St and Bloomfield with a permanent location built in 1982 north of Paradise Valley Mall. 

 
In the early years, the club held annual fashions shows with its proceeds supporting a nursery/child care program at a local 
high school, purchasing hydrant reflectors for the fire department and was instrumental in getting polio vaccinations in the 
schools and today the club members are in the schools assisting with hearing and vision exams. 
 
In 1999, through the vision of one club member who wanted to rollerblade on a freeway, the club organized a Community 
Safety Fair as a community improvement project in conjunction with the opening of the extension of SR51.  There were 22 
service tables at the event where safety information and other community awareness information were distributed.  Over 
7000 community members bicycled, rollerbladed, or walked down the completed parkway.  Over 1100 canned goods were 
collected for the local food bank.  The Governor and Phoenix Mayor plus other dignitaries attend and spoke at the event.  
This celebration has led to other celebrations when ADOT opens a stretched of new freeway. 
 
Their major fundraiser for the past 32 years has been the Holiday Gift Wrap booth at Paradise Valley Mall held jointly with 
Paradise Valley Juniors and in recent years with the assistance of other Central District Clubs.  Through the funds raised, 
they are able to offer a $400 scholarship to a high school student, recognized good citizenship at all the local middle 
schools with a $50 savings bond, and support shelters, senior centers and various other groups in their community.

March 2011 – June 2011 | GFWC Arizona Clubwoman Newsletter 12 

 

 
 
 
 

 

 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 

The GFWC Jennie Award honors one clubwoman from each GFWC Region for outstanding 

commitment to club, community, and family. They are chosen by their clubs to compete at 

state, region, and national levels for their outstanding personal commitment to club, 

community, and family. 

 

The GFWC Jennie Award is named in honor of GFWC’s founder, Jane Cunningham Croly, 

who wrote for national newspapers under the pseudonym, “Jennie June.” The award is an 

occasion to highlight those extraordinary clubwomen who epitomize her spirit of 

independence, courage, and persistence in purpose through their roles as volunteers within 

their clubs, elsewhere in the community, and as members of a family or extended family. 

Although GFWC has many awards for states and clubs, the GFWC Jennie Award is the only 

national honor that recognizes individual members for personal excellence. In fact, it is the 

highest honor bestowed by GFWC. 

 

Clubs may nominate one member who has demonstrated the qualities outlined under the judging criteria for this award. 

 Nominations should emphasize a member’s entire lifetime of service. 

 Clubs must complete and submit the official GFWC Jennie Award Nomination Form along with a maximum 500-word 

written narrative.  

 Narratives should include descriptions of the nominee’s: 

• Club activities 

• Participation in community groups and organizations, both volunteer and professional 

• Commitment to her nuclear or extended family 

 Clubs must submit the following supportive materials along with nomination form and narrative: 

• Photograph of nominee (no larger than 5x7 inches) 

• Clips of two-three newspaper (or other media) stories about successful projects to which the member 

contributed (it is not necessary for such articles to mention the member by name.) 

• Letter of endorsement from club president 

• Letter of endorsement from a representative of another organization

GFWC’S Seasonal Recruitment Campaign – “A TIME FOR GFWC MEMBERSHIP” is well underway in GFWC-AZ 
clubs! With the onset of the 2010-2012 administration, YEAR-ROUND MEMBERSHIP RECRUITING is now a focus for 
all GFWC clubwomen. We have just finished the December, January and February “Winter Flurry of Members” 
campaign. I hope YOUR club has seen an increase of new members.  “Growing Members” is the theme for March, April 
and May. Be sure and look at the GFWC Membership information online or in your GFWC 2010-2012 manual. Ideas are 
there for the taking as you begin planning your next membership activity. 
 
In the last GFWC-AZ Newsletter, we talked about 2 of the 4 “R’s” of Membership – RECRUIT and RETAIN.  Very 
simply, successful membership activities will lead to the survival of our clubs! As we gather members to assist with 
these activities we can often be swept up in the energy and enthusiasm of bringing in new members. Our mind is racing 
as we think ahead to how many additional projects we can begin; are there enough new members to do another fund 
raiser? When you invite an individual to join your club, ask yourself a number of questions. What assurance does she 
have that her time, talent and skills will be utilized in a meaningful way? Does she see a potential for self-development in 
the service she renders? Will her high hopes be fulfilled or will disappointment be her reward? As we remember our 
ideas for RECRUITING and RETAINING members, lets also look at the remaining “R’s” – RENEW and REBUILD. 
 

RENEW 
1. How do we spark enthusiasm in ALL our members? Whether it is new members filled with excitement at the 

prospects of belonging to GFWC or seasoned members who have been the backbone of the club for years – 
we do it by regularly scheduling club activities that are FUN!  

2. We RENEW their energy by frequently asking them about their skills, talents and interests. 
3. We routinely solicit member input for program and project ideas. 
4. Officers and chairmen need to assess member participation IN and enthusiasm FOR current programs or 

projects that are no longer relevant or appealing to members.  
5. Encourage ALL members to attend district/state conferences and conventions. Nothing stirs RENEWAL like 

fellowship with like-minded, service oriented women! Listening to other clubs describe their successful 
projects – large or small – may be the spark needed in YOU to suggest trying it in your club. Have members 
attending these meetings share their experience with the entire club membership. 

 
REBUILD 

1. When we see or hear the word REBUILD we tend to think – NEW CLUB.  We all need to keep our ears open 
for leads in towns, villages and cities around our state – perhaps someone who once belonged to a club in 
another state that could be helpful in establishing a club in their new hometown. Or maybe it is a club 
member’s sister, cousin or friend living where there is no federated club. Don’t be shy about contacting these 
ladies. You already know the story! Remind them how meaningful volunteer service is in your life.  

2. If sufficient enthusiasm is there for a new club, offer advice, guidance, assistance and friendship as these 
ideas progress to fruition. 

3. Keep in mind it may be established clubs that need a little RE-building. Is it time to look at new ways to have 
your membership event? Instead of a meeting in the evening, should it be a weekend coffee? Ice Cream 
social? Pajama party? Are you doing things “the way we have always done them” because no one wants to 
suggest something new?  

4. Commit to creating an environment of flexibility and inclusion. 
5. Be open to new opportunities and ways of doing things. 

 
It is frustrating to continually recruit new members into your club only to see them leave after a year or two. To keep 
these members you club must offer well-run and informative meetings, hands-on projects, learning opportunities, 
fundraising activities and social gatherings. Diverse clubs are well-rounded clubs with the ability to adapt and adjust as 
is necessary for sustained success. 
 
 Remember - The more you TELL, the more you SELL- so tell the benefits of GFWC club membership whenever you 
can!  By doing so, your Spring Seasonal campaign, “Growing Members,” should bring an abundance of new members to

Earth Hour started in 2007 in Sydney, Australia when 
2.2 million individuals and more than 2,000 businesses 
turned their lights off for one hour to take a stand 
against climate change. Only a year later and Earth 
Hour had become a global sustainability movement with 
more than 50 million people across 35 countries 
participating.
