Col Kennedy flies the CH-46E Sea Knight helicopter 

and has flown all over the world in multiple combat and 

peace time deployments.  His operational flying 

assignments include Marine Medium Helicopter 

squadrons in Kaneohe Bay, Hawaii and San Diego, 

California.  He has experience as a flight instructor and 

commanding officer with Helicopter Training Squadron 

Eighteen.  His staff assignments include Marine Forces 

Pacific, Marine Air Ground Task Force Training 

Command, and he is currently the Chief of Staff at the 

Joint IED Defeat Center of Excellence in Fort Irwin, 

California.   

 

Col Kennedy has accumulated over 5000 hours of 

mishap free flight time.  His personal decorations 

include the Bronze Star Medal, Meritorious Service 

Medal with 2 Gold Stars, Air Medal with Combat V and 

Strike/Flight numeral 9, the Navy/Marine Corps 

Commendation Medal and various campaign and

The Morristown club would like to offer an invitation to all state club members to join the Morristown Team and walk 

with us on Sunday, October 10 in the "Wickenburg Walks to Boot Breast Cancer" event. The walk is being held on 

Sunday, October 10 and begins at 8:00 a.m. You may participate by walking or as a "sleep in" in support of the cause. 

The Wickenburg Walk is quite beautiful as you walk through a small portion of downtown Wickenburg with the majority 

of the walk through the Simpson Ranch walking along pastures with horses and occasionally deer. 

 

Proceeds from the event are used locally by the "Pink Ribbon Angels" to provide free mammograms at Wickenburg 

Hospital to under-insured and uninsured area women. 

 

We are trying to beat last year's numbers where Morristown had 72 walkers who raised $1980.00 of the $15,000 

raised. The walk is $20 for breast cancer survivors, $15 for youth 12 and under, and $25 for adults. There is a one 

mile walk/run, a 5K walk/run and a sleep in (members support by registering) but do not walk/run.  Completed entries 

received by September 15 include a free event T-shirt.

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One of the components of the Public Relations Long Range Strategic Plan for Clubs which was 
recently adopted at the 2010 GFWC-AZ State Convention is the objective that all clubs Ȱ(ÁÖÅ 
GFWC as part of thÅÉÒ ÃÌÕÂ ÎÁÍÅȢȱ  The voices of Individual clubs have a greater impact on the 
general public when it is identified and associated with a larger organization with identified 
goals, objectives, and resolutions. This identification occurs when a club has GFWC in its name. 
 
GFWC and its emblem is the brand of our organization.  A brand is the identity  of a specific 
product, service, or business. A brand can take many forms, including a name, sign, symbol, color 
combination or slogan. The word brand began simply as a way to tell one person's cattle from 
another by means of a hot iron stamp. 
 
It is recommended that GFWC be use in front of your club name for all communications, 
publications and correspondence. Ideally, GFWC should be a part of your legal club name.  For 
many of our incorporated clubs, the procedure to change a club name is long and involved.  For 
those clubs, we asked you to use GFWC in front of your name in the process of doing business as 
(DBA) or also know as (AKA) when possible.  Of course, any legal transactions would require the 
registered club name.  
 
GFWC Emblem/Logo  
A legally protected brand name  is called a trademark. The GFWC logo is a trademark and when 
used, needs to show the ® with the logo.  The GFWC Logo may be downloaded from 
www.GFWC.org >Publications>Publication Resources>Emblems>Download the GFWC Emblem.
